· Key information about the topic (20 points) ( What makes this an important, or relevant, topic to the study of the 1920s in America?
· How this topic from the 1920s has effected American culture today (10 points)
· Chicago Style Citations (include at least TWO sources)
· No spelling, grammatical, or mechanical mistakes (10 points)

· Use of pictures (5 points) ( This  can include illustrations, photographs, graphs, charts, etc.
· Use of color and creativity (5 points)

· All information is presentation in a school-appropriate format!! (10 points)
